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The Offender Data Information 
System (ODIS) is a comprehensive 
law enforcement and municipal court 
records management application 
managed by the Oklahoma State 
Bureau of Investigation (OSBI). 
 
The ODIS Project seeks to provide a 
viable, cost-effective records 
management system to meet the 
ever increasing demands placed on  
criminal justice related agencies.  
ODIS seeks to address the present 
and future problems of data 
collection, integration, sharing and 
ongoing management of such a 
system. 
 
ODIS has been designed using web 
based technology in order to provide 
an easily upgradeable, networked 
records management tool for 
statewide information connectivity for 
the participating agencies. 
 
ODIS has been developed and 
supported entirely by the OSBI 
project staff and takes into 
consideration the disparate needs of 
the various law enforcement, 
municipal court clerk and other 
criminal justice related agencies 
throughout Oklahoma.  
 

The application is designed to 
decrease the level of duplication 
within the local agency and beyond.  
ODIS is flexible, ensures accurate 
data collection and reporting.  Just 
as important, ODIS is cost effective, 
easily managed and supported and 
facilitates information sharing and 
statewide systems integration. 
 
As of October, 2009 139 law 
enforcement agencies throughout 
Oklahoma are using the ODIS 
software program. All 139 agencies 
are connected to the network 
sharing information on a daily basis. 
Addi t ional  ent i t ies such as 
Department of Human Services, 
Drug Task Forces, District Attorneys, 
Fugit ive Task Forces, Child 
Enforcement Units, Indian tribes and 
the Bureau of Narcotics have also 
expressed interest in gaining access 
to the system. 
 
First and foremost, the ODIS project 
is built upon a foundation of service 
to, and cooperation with, local law 
enforcement and other criminal 
justice agencies in Oklahoma. As a 
result, the ODIS software program is 
constantly maturing to meet the ever 
changing and diverse needs of the 
participating agencies.

ODIS is a full functioned law enforcement report-
ing system which allows the user to initiate, gen-

erate, track and manage incident reports. 

One of the most important as-
pects of law enforcement is the 
officers ability to produce, clas-
sify and manage incident re-
ports.  Early on ODIS realized 
that a networked incident re-
porting  system would be an 
integral part of any successful 
law  enforcement database 
management system.  From 
this basis the ODIS Incident 
Report took shape.  Using the 
familiar ODIS name search 
interface, the report module 
basically presents the user with 
a “fill in the blank” report system 
that virtually walks the user 
through the report process. 
 
The basic report module in-
cludes features such as multi-
ple narratives, party linking, 
property room tracking, case 
management, and automated 
SIBRS data compilation.  In 
addition, ODIS offers the ability 
to automatically compile and 
print an agency’s Probable 
Cause Affidavits and separate 
property sheets.   
 
The case management feature 
gives supervisors the ability to 
track, review and approve inci-
dent reports.  Further, the re-
ports may be sent back to the 
originating officer for correc-
tions.  Each report also has an 
investigators log that is main-
tained separately and  can be 
made accessible to authorized 
personnel.   

Further, ODIS automatically 
generates and maintains a 
Missing Persons List; Run-
away Persons List; and tracks 
the reports that each officer 
generates and the types of 
offenses generated.   
 
In addition to the Incident 
Report system ODIS also 
presents the user with the 
ability to generate, compile 
and store field interview re-
ports.  These  reports, while 
not incident reports, allows 
the agency to store informa-
tion of interest that historically 
were difficult to store and 
even more difficult 
to retrieve.   
 
In ODIS, by simply 
conduc t ing a 
name search all 
incident reports, 
arrest records, 
booking records 
and field interview 
records for a sub-
ject would be 
made available, 
along with their 
personal data, physical de-
scription, and any address 
records. 
 
As an added benefit, the 
ODIS application also con-
tains the Oklahoma state col-
lision report form.  This form 
contains all the procedures 
and information needed to 
complete and track textual 
data for auto accidents.   
 
 Of course once the agency 
begins entering report infor-
mation into ODIS, that will 
then give them full access to 
the summary report data built 

into the system.  The informa-
tion integration system allows 
the agency to build reports 
from the report database.   
 
Reports such as specific of-
fense statistics, comparative 
data, and monthly summary 
reports can present the user 
with  an excellent snapshot 
image of  the depth and 
breadth of work accomplished 
by the agency in any given 
time frame, from one week to 
one year.  Comparative statis-
tics are available for previous 
calendar or fiscal years. Even 
concurrent monthly data can 

be compiled for crime fore-
casting and manpower plan-
ning issues.  Additionally, all 
this information can be 
printed out and presented to 
the end user in numerical 
data and full color bar graph 
format. 
 
No other current records 
management system provides 
the breadth of capabilities that 
ODIS offers.  When combined 
with its other modules, ODIS 
presents the local agency 
with all the functionality nec-
essary to conduct day to day 
activities.  

SIBRS CERTIFICATION 
 
Currently, the Offender 
Data Information System 
is Type 2 SIBRS certi-
fied. 
 
After Type 1 certification 
is obtained ODIS agen-
cies will have the ability 
to automatically transfer 
incident report informa-
tion electronically to 
OSBI. That means the 
agency will no longer 
have to manually submit 
UCR Summary Reports 
at the end of each month 
or use any other third 
party software to submit 
SIBRS information to the 
OSBI. 
 
As with all other ODIS 
functions, access to the 
SIBRS report module will 
be permission driven.  
Upon demand, author-
ized ODIS users can  
generate a list of reports, 
from a user supplied 
date range.   
 
The user may then re-
view all the reports gen-
erated during the time 
frame.  At that point the 
user can modify, ap-
prove,   and/or close the 
reports on the list and 
select the ones that 
should be transmitted to 
the OSBI.

Citation Module Basics 
 
ODIS is a web based records manage-
ment application to improve the capture, 
maintenance and quality of law enforce-
ment data.  Capable 
of running any com-
bination of central-
i z e d  o r  d e -
centralized network 
environments, ODIS 
allows the multiple 
and disparate agen-
cies across the state 
of Oklahoma to 
share information 
through the ODIS infrastructure.  This 
level of data integration gives the local 
law enforcement agency the ability to 
share the application and their informa-
tion with their local court.  Some of the 
information available for sharing are 
party data, tax commission information, 
department of corrections records, local 
arrest reports, warrants and, of course, 
citation identification information. 
 
Far more than just a citation recording 
application, ODIS is a reflection of the 
needs of the participating agencies; 
therefore the citation module has ex-
panded to include an entire court track-
ing process that can be used by the po-
lice department or a court clerk.  The 
module allows the clerk to follow the cita-
tion through the court process, produce a 
court docket, subpoena officers, track 
payments, set up payment plans and 
track failures to pay, comply or appear.  
When used properly ODIS tracks pay-
ments, provides receipts, and records 
the distribution of funds (to associate 
accounts such as CLEET, AFIS, and the 
Forensic Fees).  Furthermore, ODIS will 
produce, and calculate the mandated 

monthly CLEET, AFIS and Forensic re-
ports and generate and print (on a dot ma-
trix printer) the DPS Driver License Sus-
pension and Notice of Failure to Comply 
forms automatically. 
 
Of course, ODIS also records and tracks 
bond amounts on an individual basis and 
keeps those totals separate from your pay-
ment amounts and allows you to track 
bond forfeitures and returns. 
 
One important integration update is the 
ability of the individual agency to transmit 
their citation disposition information directly 
to DPS.  The court clerk maintains full con-
trol of the process and only sends the re-
quired citations.   

 
As with most ODIS func-
tions the party search per-
forms the dual function of 
checking on the offenders 
local criminal history (if 
they had already been 
previously entered in the 
database) and/or loading 
the person into the local 
database. The networked 

search gives unprecedented access to a 
statewide law enforcement system with an 
extensive ODIS database of over 2.2 mil-
lion names (more than 2 million names 
from the native ODIS database and over 
227,000 names from the Oklahoma De-
partment of Corrections).   
 
Citation Reports 
 
The comprehensive Reports function in the 
Citations menu gives the user the capabil-
ity to produce payment and compliance 
information on an individual in a variety of 
methods.  This function can produce Sum-
mary Reports, Payment Reports, and auto-
matically updates Reports on Failure to 
Pay, Comply and Appear.  In addition, re-
ports on violations and officer violation re-
ports are available through the module. 
 
The reports are available in year groups 
and many have full color graphs available.  
ODIS also allows you to compare statistics 
by year groups or by individual months for 
planning purposes or projection analysis.  
Of course other reports allow you to view 
payments by date range, type of payment, 
officer profiling and by specific violation.

· View citations by date range and 

order them by citation number, 
name, officer, location or charge 

 
· Quickly modify information for a 

citation so the disposition informa-
tion can be updated during court 
proceedings 

 
· Generate court sheets (dockets) to 

determine who is supposed to be 
in court on a given day. 

 
· Record payments for individuals & 

generate payment reports by indi-
vidual, date, or violation,  

 
·  Automatically generate and print 

on DPS approved multi-part forms 
for Driver License Suspension and 
the Notice of Failure to Comply 

 
· Allow individuals to pay a fine with 

a customized payment plan 
 
· Automatically generate letters to 

parents for minors or juveniles 
 
· View reports for individuals who 

have failed to pay, comply or ap-
pear and order the reports by 
name, citation number or date 

 
· Generate warrants directly from 

failures to appear, pay and/or com-
ply with a court order 

 
· Produce profiling reports to deter-

mine citations written by each 
officer broken down into categories 
such as race, age and gender 

 
· Allows the clerk to communicate 

directly with the officers and police 
department through a secure mes-
saging system.

and easily produce reports for data 
comparison by month or even year 
groups.

Warrant Module Basics   
 

In August 2009 the OSBI took over sup-
port and development of the ODIS pro-
ject.  The ODIS application and its 
predecessor—Lockdown-- has served 
Oklahoma law enforcement for nearly 
two decades. Initially used almost exclu-
sively for Jail Manage-
ment the ODIS applica-
tion has expanded so 
that today it now houses 
almost all the functions 
necessary for day to 
day law enforcement 
management.  There-
fore, ODIS has evolved 
into a web based re-
cords management ap-
plication, which cur-
rently contains multiple 
modules for local law 
enforcement use, all of 
which were developed 
from suggestions and 
requests from client 
agencies. In this role the ODIS staff acts 
as an Information Technology Manage-
ment asset for its member agencies. 
 
Two key purposes of the ODIS applica-
tion are to foster information sharing 
among agencies and utilize the informa-
tion collected in powerful ways that may 
not have been considered in the past. 
One such example that illustrates the 
union of these two principles is the war-
rant module.  The ODIS Warrant func-
tion gives the user the capability of re-
cording local warrants on the ODIS da-
tabase and at the same time allows the 
user to search the statewide database 
for prior convictions and incarcerations.  
After putting a warrant into the local da-

tabase the OSBI central server system in 
Oklahoma City will pick the information 
up during the next synchronization cycle 
and make the information available to the 
other ODIS agencies (currently number-
ing 139 as of October 2009) on the state-
wide network.   
 
When a party search is conducted ODIS, 
performs the dual functions of checking a 
party’s criminal history (if they had al-
ready been previously entered in the da-
tabase) and/or loading the person into 
the database.  If the name is found in the 
database, ODIS automatically performs a 
warrant search on the individual and 
prominently displays the information on 
the screen.   

 
At that point the agency 
may make their own deter-
minations on how they 
need to proceed.  In addi-
tion, as a failsafe function, 
warrant checks are auto-
matically performed at the 
time any inmate is re-
leased from custody.   
 
Unlike other applications, 
full control of the module, 
and extensive customiza-
tion capability, are granted 
the local agency.  The 
warrants may be modified 
after it has been issued 

and the Delete Warrant feature allows 
the user to completely remove a warrant 
from the database.  The Recall Warrant 
and Serve Warrant features present the 
user with an easy method to recall or 
designate a warrant as being served on 
their database.  Furthermore, the view/
print feature gives the user a variety of 
methods to either look at warrant sum-
mary information or print a hard copy for 
office purposes. 
 
Finally, numerous reports are available to 
the local agency to track warrant lists, 
payments, and number of warrants 
served or recalled.  Complete warrant 
statistics, some with full color, easy to 
read graphs, are also available.

The ODIS project began to help meet the 
ever increasing demands placed on law 
enforcement agencies while addressing 
the present and future problems of data 
collection, integration, sharing and ongo-
ing management of such a system.  
 
ODIS is a computerized records manage-
ment software application created to help 
improve the capture, maintenance, quality 
and the sharing capabilities of law en-
forcement data in Oklahoma. The soft-
ware is designed to work as part of an 
integrated criminal justice community; 
however, it 
works just as 
well as a stand-
alone software 
program.  The 
application is 
designed to be 
used at any 
size agency 
with an empha-
sis on flexibility.  
The program 
can be custom-
ized to fit most 
agencies needs with only minor configura-
tion.  The OSBI works with each agency 
to make sure their needs are met.   
 
ODIS allows these agencies to perform 
every function needed for jail manage-
ment from booking, to release, time credit 
calculations, visitors logs, medical visits 
and even transportation logs.   
 
ODIS is fully customizable by the local 
agency and able to adjust to the needs of 
a 12 hour holding facility or a major metro-
politan or county jail.  All the facilities and 
cells are defined by the jail administrator 
and all functions are assigned by individ-
ual permission levels for system security.   
 
ODIS allows the agency to place inmates 
on hold, and contains a complete inmate 

billing module to invoice other agencies for 
inmate costs and even contains a feature 
to invoice inmates for incarceration costs.  
ODIS can track the money that inmates 
maintain in their cash accounts and their 
expenditures during incarceration.  Upon 
release ODIS will allow the jailer to recon-
cile the inmates cash account and will even 
issue a pending cash receipt should that 
be necessary. 
 
ODIS also maintains a complete  jail re-
porting module that will preserve every-
thing from a daily booking recap log to an 
annual inmate daily population report.  Fur-
ther, inmate lists for the purposes of  head 
counts or cell population status are easily 
generated and printed. 
 
Of course being a part of the ODIS network 
also means that users have full access to 
the over 2.5 million names in the ODIS 
database; nearly 7.4 million vehicle tags; 

more than 425,000 boat 
tags; some 143,000 
warrants and over 
224,000 names and 
incarceration histories in 
the Department of Cor-
rections database. 
 
The Oklahoma Attorney 
General has imple-
mented VINE™ (Victim 
Information and Notifi-
cation Everyday), Okla-
homa’s criminal tracking 

and victim notification system, contracted 
through Appriss, Inc.  ODIS has automated 
the inmate process to continuously transfer 
information to the VINE system every 15 
minutes.  Therefore when a significant 
event occurs such as a booking or release, 
the victims of these inmates (who have 
signed up for the free service) will then 
receive instant notification of their change 
in status.  Currently, 47 of the Oklahoma 
agencies that report VINE information use 
ODIS. 
 
The ODIS project is built upon a foundation 
of service to, and cooperation with, local 
law enforcement and other criminal justice 
agencies in Oklahoma.  As a result, the 
ODIS software program is constantly ma-
turing to meet the ever-changing and di-
verse needs of the participating agencies.   

Social Security

Integration 

ODIS started working with the So-

cial Security Administration Office in 

June 2005 with the goal to elec-

tronically report inmates to the So-

cial Security Administration Office 

automatically.  

 

This capability serves two pur-

poses.  First, it will help the Social 

Security Administration Office more 

effectively stop any social security 

benefits the inmate may currently 

receive; and second, it will help the 

agency receive timely incentive 

payments from the Social Security 

Office. 

 

ODIS will generate an inmate list 

report for your agency and elec-

tronically transmit it to the Social 

Security Administration Office. This 

means your agency will no longer 

need to mail out a printed report to 

the local Social Security Office. 

 

This automation allows the agency 

to receive any incentive payments 

without having to do any extra work. 

 

The Social Security Administration 

Office will pay the agency: 

 

· $400 for information received 

within the first 30 days of con-

finement. 

 

· $200 for information received 

after 30 days but within 90 

days after confinement.

Victim Notification 

What is VINE ? 

Before the Victim Information 

& Notification Everyday 

(VINE) project began an 

automated product for crime 

victim notification did not 

exist. However in 1994 the 

advent of the VINE system 

created a comprehensive, 

nationwide victim notification 

program.  VINE established 

a secure network so that 

victims could actively moni-

tor any significant change in 

the status of a jailed inmate 

and a also created a method 

of notifying registered victims 

of any change which might 

affect them.  Primarily aimed 

at victims of abuse and 

physical attack, VINE has 

matured into a total victim 

notification network.   

VINE & ODIS 

Currently, the Oklahoma 

State Bureau of Investigation 

maintains a working relation-

ship with the Oklahoma At-

torney General’s Office to 

make VINE a reality in the 

state of Oklahoma.  Making 

use of the largest local, front-

line, law enforcement re-

cords management network 

in the state (the Offender 

Data Information System or 

ODIS) the OSBI is helping to 

implement a criminal track-

ing system that will allow 

all Oklahomans to track 

the custody status of any 

offender in the state’s 

criminal justice system. 

From booking to release, 

VINE makes information 

about inmates housed in 

county jails or state pris-

ons available at no cost to 

Oklahomans who register 

with the system. Users will 

have access to this near-

real time information on 

the phone or over the 

Internet.   

When an offender is ar-

rested and booked, that 

information will be input at 

the local level using the 

ODIS database system.  

This information will be 

immediately transferred to 

the Attorney General’s 

VINE system which would 

then feed the information 

to the national VINE net-

work.  Concerned Oklaho-

mans can then register 

with the VINE system and 

keep track of the of-

fender’s every move.   

Currently, 47 of the agen-

cies transmitting VINE 

data use ODIS. 

Using an totally automated 

system, inmate informa-

tion will be transferred to 

the VINE system within 15 

minutes of events, such as 

bookings, releases.   

The local ODIS agency 

will not have to perform 

any additional functions 

during the booking or in-

mate release process. 

How much would it 

cost the agency? 

The VINE project is totally 

FREE. There are no extra 

costs to any agency cur-

rently using ODIS.  If other 

agencies wish to partici-

pate in ODIS then stan-

dard installation and train-

ing costs would apply. 

How to participate? 

Your agency would first 

decide if ODIS is right for 

you agency and fits into 

your budget.  Should your 

agency choose to become 

part of the project the 

ODIS staff, will schedule a 

date and time for an ODIS 

demonstration (if neces-

sary) and mail out a con-

tract and an installation 

and user fee estimate.  

After a  contract is signed 

an  ODIS installation and  

training would be sched-

uled. Upon successful 

installation  VINE would 

be activated by OSBI staff 

for your agency.

HOW VINE WORKS 
 
The first step for a crime vic-
tim would be to register with 
the VINE network.  This reg-
istration would then allow 
them to actively access in-
mate information 24 hours a 
day, seven days a week 
through a national or local 
toll free number an internet 
web site, and even e-mail. 
 
The users can elect to be 
notified by phone of any 
change in an inmates incar-
ceration status, such as re-
lease, transfer, escape, or 
court appearance. 
 
When triggered VINE will 
automatically call the num-
ber provided by the victim for 
a specified time (normally 24 
hours) or until the call is an-
swered and a four digit pin 
number is entered. 
 
Multi-language support is 
available. 



Social Security  
Administration 

ODIS started working with 
the Social Security Admini-
stration Office in June 2005 
with the goal to electronically 
report county inmates to the 
Social Security Administra-
tion Office monthly. The elec-
tronic transmissions are 
beneficial for two primary 
reasons. 
 
· Participating agencies no 

longer have to manually 
compile or print out the 
social security report 
from ODIS and mail it. 

 
· The Social Security Ad-

ministration is notified in 
a consistent, timely man-
ner to maximize the 
benefits to an ODIS 
agency. 

 
 
How does it work? 
 
ODIS generates an inmate 
list report for your agency 
and electronically transmits it 
to the Social Security Admini-
stration Office. This means 
your agency DOES NOT 
have to do the report. How-
ever, the report will be based 
on the inmate’s SSN, so the 
agency must ensure each 
inmate has a SSN entered 
into their booking record. 
Your agency will no longer 
need to mail out a printed 
report to a local Social Secu-
rity Office. 
 
If your agency is not currently 
reporting inmate status infor-

mation to the Social 
Security Administration 
Office, ODIS will assist 
you in contacting  the 
Social Security Office 
and help in setting up 
an account. This will 
then allow you to begin 
receiving the incentive 
payment without having to 
do any extra work. 
 
Incentive payments. 
 
For every Social Security or 
SSI recipient (inmate) that 
is suspended as a result of 
information provided by 
participating agency, the 
Social Security Administra-
tion Office will pay the 
agency: 
 
· $400 for information 

received within the first 
30 days of confine-
ment. 

 
· $200 for information 

received after 30 days 
but within 90 days after 
confinement. 

 
The Social Security Admini-
stration Office WILL NOT 
generate an incentive pay-
ment for information re-
ceived after 90 days of con-
finement.  
 
This is a totally free service. 
Your agency will receive 
the full incentive payment 
sent directly from the So-
cial Security Administra-
tion.  
 
ODIS will automatically re-

port this information to the 
Social Administration Office 
monthly unless instructed 
otherwise by your agency. 
Should your agency decide 
not to participate in the pro-
ject you may continue to 
generate your monthly re-
ports in house (ODIS auto-
matically generates a text 
based monthly report) and 
we will not add your agency 
to our auto-generate list.  
 
From August 2005 to pre-
sent day, ODIS agencies 
have received nearly 
$350,000 in SSA Pay-
ments.

The ODIS project began to help meet the 
ever increasing demands placed on law 
enforcement agencies while addressing 
the present and future problems of data 
collection, integration, sharing and ongo-
ing management of such a system.  
 
ODIS is a computerized records man-
agement software application created to 
help improve the cap-
ture, maintenance, 
quality and the sharing 
capabilities of law en-
forcement data in Okla-
homa. The software is 
designed to work as 
part of an integrated 
criminal justice commu-
nity; however, it works 
just as well as a stand-
alone software pro-
gram.   
 
The application is designed to be used at 
any size agency with an emphasis on 
flexibility.  The program can be custom-
ized to fit most agencies needs with only 
minor configuration.  The OSBI works 
with each agency to make sure their 
needs are met.   
 
Subsequently, ODIS has evolved into a 
web based records management appli-
cation, which currently contains multiple 
modules for local law enforcement use, 
all of which were developed from sug-
gestions and requests from client agen-
cies. In this role the ODIS staff acts as 
an Information Technology Manage-
ment advisor for its member agencies. 
 
One of the more popular modules, with 
police departments, the ODIS accident 
report provides the local agency with 
the capability to fill out the State Colli-
sion Report form.  Through a series of 

drop down lists and fill in the blank an-
swers the application gathers the informa-
tion necessary to produce a form ac-
cepted by the Oklahoma Department of 
Public Safety. 
 
Before ODIS most local agencies did not 
have the ability to electronically produce a 
collision report form.  Since that time, the 
DPS has made their forms available on 
their web site. Unfortunately, this process 
only provides rudimentary utility.  The 
form must be filled out on screen, and 
cannot be saved and cataloged at the lo-
cal level.  ODIS makes extensive use of 
drop down lists and fill in the blank fields.  
Only the fields necessary to that specific 
report are filled out and things such as 
local county and city numbers are auto-
matically generated.  ODIS creates a local 
record database and not just a one use 
written report. 

 
The ODIS appli-
cation provides a 
standardized re-
porting structure 
that all officers in 
the agency can 
follow during the 
report process.  In 
addition, the com-
prehensive ODIS 
format only pre-
sents the forms 

necessary for that 
specific accident thereby relieving confu-
sion on which forms should be used.  Of 
course, the complete ODIS party data-
base is available during report completion 
as is the link to the Oklahoma Tax Com-
mission so that an automatic search may 
be conducted on vehicles tagged in Okla-
homa.   
 
After completion, ODIS prints the form in 
DPS approved format in an easy to read 
font.  Printing is accomplished using the 
ubiquitous Portable 
Document Format  to 
permit manual duplexing 
or page by page printing.  
The report is then stored 
in the local ODIS data-
base and easily retriev-
able for modification and report genera-
tion.  In addition, statistical reports are 
available through the accident report sum-
mary options and the ODIS summary re-
ports section.
